In time they became known as the Irish Republican Army although that title was never officially adopted.  In the ranks of the volunteers were to be found many members of both Nemo and Rangers.  In the course of the campaign some including patsy O’ Donoghue, a founder member of Nemo made the supreme sacrifice while others suffered extreme hardship from which they never recovered properly and had their lives shortened as a result.
